​of Antioch. He was ordained bishop of Smyrna (now Izmir, Turkey) and was about eighty-six​
​when the Roman pro-consul urged him to renounce Christ and save his life. St. Polycarp said,​
​"For eighty-six years I have served Him and he has never wronged me. How can I renounce the King​
​who has saved me?"​​He suffered martyrdom in 155 by burning at the stake in the amphitheater​
